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Jove Wang’s 2012 Workshop
“Trailing J. Sorolla’s Vision of Spain”  

	This year’s international workshop will reveal to students one artist’s love for his Spanish people, its land and the many provinces that were home to stunning subject matters. Students will travel to several cities within the beautiful country of Spain; many of which were specific locales for Joaquin Sorolla’s plein air landscape, portrait and figure-subject paintings. Cities and points of interest will include, Valencia, Sevilla, Madrid, Granada and Barcelona. 

	Born February 27, 1863, in Valencia, Sorolla was inspired by his country and loved to capture it on canvas. Valencia was home to many of Sorolla’s seascapes. Sorolla eventually became well known for his large plein air canvas paintings. His work features what some call an embodiment of love.  Sorolla would earn a medal of honour at the Paris Universal Exposition in 1900, but perhaps what Sorolla was most well-known for was his love of outdoor settings where he was always drawn to the sunlight. Naturally, this workshop will focus primarily on locales outdoors where Sorolla was himself inspired by local landscape (often times painting locals in their costumes) and the culture of each region in an attempt to truly understand this particular artist and his inspirations. Jove Wang will provide lecture, demo and critique throughout the entire workshop. The first part of the workshop will be a visit to the Sorolla Musuem, in Madrid, which actually used to be the artist’s home and studio. This museum hosts a special collection of Sorolla’s work obtained from the Spanish public; who, received many paintings from Sorolla’s widow after his death. The following day we will visit to the Prado Museum, home to much of Sorolla’s work. The itinerary from there continues with adventure.
